In order to encourage full participation in camp, please limit to the minimum items needed for participation. 
The camp has limited storage space. Clothing will be kept in luggage stored under their assigned bunk. There is a 12” space between the floor and the bunk for luggage storage.  No laundry will be done during the week. 

** Please pack enough for four days plus an extra outfit or two (or more) based on your camper’s needs and our likelihood for rain. 
**Medications must be brought in the current Rx bottles and checked in with the nurse upon arrival at camp. 
**Please insure that all belongings are marked with the camper last name on the clothing label and on each personal belonging.  Camper belongings are easily left in locations throughout camp, so your assistance with marking items insures that they will be returned to the rightful owner.  Thanks!

Special Diet Notice: Campers who are allergic to foods or who require special diets will need the family to pack substitute food items.  If your child has limited food choices, or is on restricted diet, please request an updated menu for review so that you can substitute and bring already prepared foods in containers marked with the camper name, the  meal, and the day the food should be used.  Counselors have access to a microwave to re-heat food that has been brought by families, but do not have time to prepare packaged meals from a box.
